Dear AAVP Member:

Graduate students and postdoctoral students are particularly encouraged to present papers at the meeting and should remember that they can apply for AAVP travel grants.  Undergraduate students involved in research who are considering graduate work in parasitology should also be encouraged to prepare abstracts and can apply for travel grants.  

Increasing graduate student membership in AAVP and participation in the annual meeting are perennial concerns.  In an effort to understand more clearly some of the factors that influence students’ decisions, Dr. Mary Rossano, the graduate student representative, has designed surveys for both students and faculty advisors.  Please help AAVP by participating in this survey if it is applicable to your professional activities. In Memoriam

ROBERT M. CORWIN, 1938-2001
Dr. Robert Marvin Corwin died in his sleep at home in Hallsville, Missouri, on February 9, 2001. A Professor of Veterinary Microbiology at the University of Missouri-Columbia, he had a long and distinguished career as a veterinary parasitologist, first at Michigan State University (1967-74) and subsequently at Missouri, where he retired in 1999. Dr. Corwin was a dedicated and respected teacher and researcher, who devoted his career especially to his students. He was well known for his excellent teaching of DVM and graduate students, of which he mentored 12 M.S. and 2 Ph.D. students. He had special interests in the helminth parasites of food animals as well as heartworms and GI helminths of dogs. However, his wide-ranging interests and expertise in clinical parasitology also led to publications on such diverse subjects as avian malaria, canine lungworms, and elephant lice, a testament to the extraordinary depth and breadth of his knowledge. 

Bob was very active in university and society affairs, especially in the AAVP, where he served on numerous committees and as its President from 1985-86. He was also President of the American Association of Small Ruminant Practitioners from 1987-89, the Conference of Research Workers in Animal Disease (CRWAD) from 1990-91, and the Graduate Faculty Senate of the University of Missouri from 1988-89. Above all, he was a beloved friend, husband, father, and grandfather who touched many lives in a positive way.

Bob was born on August 2, 1938, in Moline, Illinois. He graduated with an A.B. degree in biology from St. Ambrose College in Davenport, Iowa in 1960. Two years later, he earned an M.S. in zoology from the University of Georgia, and in 1965 he received a Ph.D. in zoology, also from Georgia. Following completion of his doctorate, Bob returned to St. Ambrose, where he served as Instructor and Assistant Professor of Biology from 1965-67. He then went to Michigan State University, where he was Assistant Professor of Microbiology and Public Health from 1967-74, while at the same time attending veterinary school; he obtained his D.V.M. degree from Michigan State in 1973. Bob moved to the University of Missouri-Columbia in 1974 as Associate Professor of Veterinary Microbiology, achieved tenure in 1978 and rose to the rank of Professor in 1982. 

In the 1970’s, Bob regularly attended the small informal Veterinary Parasitology Educators get-together, which took place every year at the CRWAD meeting in Chicago. We were struck by Bob’s dedication to teaching, educational improvement, and student issues, and his experience and input were both valued. In this regard, Bob also valued his DVM-after-PhD professional education and believed that it gave him a unique perspective on veterinary medicine and veterinary education, one that he carried throughout his professional career. He considered teaching his primary responsibility, and dedicated himself to providing up-to-date information on all aspects of parasitology to his veterinary and graduate students. Bob went out of his way to integrate the fascinating aspects of the biology of parasites and parasitism into his courses for professional students, along with the practical aspects of diagnosis, treatment, and control. He developed an excellent lecture/laboratory manual for his veterinary parasitology course in 1991 and subsequently a website with digitized images, both of which he shared freely with others. Bob especially cherished working with graduate students, and trained a number who have gone on to productive careers in parasitology, animal science and production, and veterinary and human medicine. 

Bob served on numerous departmental, college, and university committees, as well as numerous committees in AAVP and other societies. He was a member of the AVMA, AAVP, CRWAD, American Heartworm Society, Southern Conference of Animal Parasitologists, American Association of Small Ruminant Practitioners, American Sheep Industry Association, and the Missouri Sheep Producers Association. He had several expert committee assignments, including chairing the lungworm section for development of the FDA/CVM Guidelines for Testing Swine Anthelmintics (1978-80) and the canine heartworm section for the Guidelines for Testing Canine and Feline Anthelmintics (1979-81). He served in the House of Delegates of the AVMA from 1985-89 and on its Drug Availability Advisory Committee from 1982-86. 

Those of us who knew Bob well knew that he was a family man who just adored his children. Survivors include his mother Alice of Moline, wife Barbara (Stitt) Corwin, son Charles Scott Corwin, and daughter Margaret Alice Corwin, all of Hallsville, two sons from a previous marriage, William Robert Corwin and Thomas Joseph “T.J.” Corwin, two grandsons, and two brothers. Bob’s family are a testament to the fact that he was a kind and caring man with a great sense of humor, who brightened the lives of those around him. Committee Reports


Nominations for AAVP Awards Solicited
The AAVP Awards Committee is responsible for soliciting nominations for the society’s awards and for the selection of successful candidates.  This year, the Awards Committee will also administer the Student Presentation Competition.  The title and a brief description of each of the AAVP awards are provided below.  Guidelines and instructions for nominations are outlined later in this newsletter.  Please try to meet the deadlines for nominations as listed in the instructions.  The AAVP has many members deserving of recognition, so please consider nominating a fellow colleague or a student for one of our society’s awards for presentation at the annual meeting in Nashville.  All nominations and supporting documents should reach the Chair of the Awards Committee by April 1, 2002.  The names of some recipients will be announced prior to the meeting, and all award presentations will be made at the annual meeting.

The AAVP Distinguished Veterinary Parasitologist Award is the society’s most prestigious award.  This is where we recognize outstanding contributions of an AAVP member to the advancement of veterinary parasitology.  The names of past recipients in this category were listed in last year’s program proceedings, and it is an impressive list.

The AAVP Distinguished Service Award is given to recognize long terms of extraordinary service and commitment to the society.  When given (not annually) this award includes a plaque and reimbursement of travel expenses to attend the annual meeting.

The AAVP-Intervet Graduate Student Award is provided to honor a graduate student or a recent graduate for outstanding performance in graduate study in veterinary parasitology.  The award consists of reimbursement of travel expenses, a plaque, and an honorarium.   Many past recipients are now active AAVP members and contribute greatly to the success of our society.

The AAVP Young Investigator Travel Grant is a competitive grant awarded to full-time DVM or undergraduate/graduate students enrolled in an accredited institution of higher leaning and pursuing studies in veterinary parasitology.  Deserving Post-docs who are within 5 years of their degree are also eligible for this award.  Supporting documents and commitment of additional or matching funds from a sponsoring AAVP member are needed for this award.  Last year, 14 students were supported through this award to attend the annual meeting.  These students are also eligible to compete for the Student Presentation Awards.

The AAVP Best Student Paper Presentation Awards are given to two undergraduate/graduate students who compete successfully in the Student Presentation competition.  All students who submit applications for the AAVP Young Investigator Travel Grant will be scheduled for the competition, unless there is a specific request to be excluded.  Students who do not apply for the Young Investigator Travel Grant, but wish to compete for the Best Student Presentation Awards, should complete and submit the Verification of Student Status form.  Judges at the meeting will use the checklist included in this newsletter to select the two best presentations.  The awards include cash prizes. AAVP Graduate Student Representative – Survey Responses Requested

In an effort to help AAVP better serve its student members and encourage their participation in the annual AAVP meeting, a study is being conducted by the AAVP student representative.  An additional purpose of the study is to help the AAVP board of directors estimate student attendance in upcoming years and anticipate future requests for student travel grants.

Two, one-page questionnaires are being distributed through this AAVP newsletter (pages 22-23) and on the web page.  One questionnaire is for AAVP members who serve as faculty advisors or mentors to graduate or undergraduate students working under their direction.  We ask that all faculty advisors fill out a questionnaire, whether or not they have ever taken a student to the annual AAVP meeting.  The second questionnaire is for any student (graduate or undergraduate) working on a research project for an AAVP faculty member.  The students do not need to be AAVP members to participate in the study.

Because many students working in parasitology research are not yet members of AAVP and, therefore, won't be reached by the association’s communication channels, we ask that faculty advisors make all of their students aware of the study and encourage them to fill out a questionnaire.  As with any survey, this one depends on achieving an adequate sample size to obtain meaningful results.  Please take the time to fill out a questionnaire so that AAVP can serve the needs of its student and faculty members.

Microbiologist Postdoctoral Position, Parasite Biology, Epidemiology, and Systematics Laboratory, Animal and Natural Resources Institute, Beltsville, Maryland

Announcement # RA-02-057L; Microbiologist GS-403-11/12.  The incumbent will be responsible for conducting research on the control of Toxoplasma gondii, with emphasis on the development of diagnostic assays for early detection of infection, and the determination of the primary routes of infection in food animals, as well as characterization of the Toxoplasma oocyst.  The researcher is expected to develop methods utilizing new technologies such as genomics and proteomics to identify antigens from Toxoplasma oocysts, sporozites, bradyzoites, and tachyzoite stages, and to assess the potential of these antigens for the development of assays to differentiate oocyst vs. tissue cyst infection in food animals.  The Ph.D. degree is required in Microbiology, Parasitology, Molecular Biology or a related field. The work requires experience in molecular biology or molecular parasitology, and knowledge of immunology, bioinformatics, and statistics.

Senior Research Scientist, Canadian Food Inspection Agency, Centre for Animal Parasitology

Selection Process No. 01-CFIA-SK-SLC-OE-314; Research Scientist SE-RES 01-05.  This position provides scientific leadership and expertise to the Centre for Animal Parasitology which is the national centre of expertise in all aspects of parasitology for the Canadian Food Inspection Agency, a federal organization of the Canadian Government.  Scientific leadership and proficiency are essential in basic and applied research using traditional parasitology and modern approaches to provide scientific advice, diagnostic services, and research for the development, validation and implementation of reliable diagnostic methods. Scientific expertise is primarily in the areas of parasitology related to food safety, animal health and international trade, and includes knowledge of parasites such as Trichinella, Toxoplasma, Cryptosporidium, Cyclospora, Tritrichomonas foetus, Babesia, Taenia and protostrongylids.   Many aspects of the work require specialty knowledge and the use of team management and collaboration in multi-disciplinary approaches involving areas such as epidemiology, immunology, molecular biology, and pathology.  Coordination and leadership within a team of technical and professional staff are used to deliver several laboratory diagnostic programs and to manage multiple tasks and projects.  The incumbent seeks internal and external funding, manages resources, leads projects and develops staff by direct participation in projects, direct supervision, mentoring, teaching, advising and training.

Requirements include graduation with a PhD from a recognized university in a biological science with specialization in parasitology. Preference may be given to candidates with additional training in applied parasitology.  Excellent communication skills in oral and written English are also required.  Desired experience includes authorship of published papers and experience in developing and implementing research projects, scientific and team leadership, and diagnostic parasitology or other applied service work in parasitology.  (Preference may be given to candidates with experience in the areas of traditional parasitological, molecular, serological and immunochemical techniques, and the development of detection methodologies.)

The closing date for this position is February 28, 2002.  A selection process will be held for those who meet the screening criteria.  Preference will be given to Canadian citizens.  The classification level (SE-RES 01-05; salary level $39,111 - $100,886) will be based on the qualifications of the successful candidate.  CFIA is committed to having a skilled, diversified workforce reflective of Canadian society, and to the equitable representation of women (especially in non-traditional occupational groups), aboriginal peoples, persons with a disability and members of a visible minority group. Guidelines for AAVP Awards

Distinguished Veterinary Parasitologist Award
Origin - This award was established to recognize outstanding contribution of an AAVP member to the advancement of Veterinary Parasitology.

Criteria for Nomination - This is an award that honors contributions to veterinary parasitology that  are widely recognized internationally as significant and important to the understanding and control of parasitic diseases of animals.

Procedure for Nomination - Solicitation of nominations for the award will be announced annually in the AAVP Newsletter.  Any member of the AAVP may nominate a candidate by forwarding a letter of nomination describing the candidate’s worthiness for the award and a copy of their CV to the Chair of the Awards Committee.  The nominator should arrange for 3 letters to be written in support of the nomination by members of the AAVP and sent to the Chair of the Awards Committee.  Only 3 letters of support plus the letter of nomination will be considered by the Awards Committee.   To expedite the process and to ensure that all of the letters of support arrive prior to the April 1st deadline, it is recommended that the nominator assemble the entire packet of information in support of the nominee, including the 3 letters, and send everything in one mailing to the Chair of the Awards Committee.

Selection - All documents provided in nomination of the candidate will be forwarded to all members of the Awards Committee.  The selection of a recipient will be made by written ballot based on evidence of the nominee’s contribution to the advancement of veterinary parasitology.

The Award - The recipient will be honored at the annual meeting of the AAVP and will receive a plaque and a $1500 monetary award provided by Pfizer Animal Health.  The AAVP will provide reimbursement of expenses necessary for the recipient to attend the Association’s annual meeting.

Distinguished Service Award
Origin - This award was established to recognize long terms of clearly extraordinary service and commitment to the AAVP.

Criteria for Nomination - 

1.
The nominee shall be a member in good standing of the AAVP.

2.        Nomination of candidates for whom service to the AAVP is conducted normally or routinely, such as 

those involved in holding an office in the Association, will not be accepted.

Procedure for Nomination  - Solicitation of nominations for the award will be announced annually in the AAVP Newsletter.  Any member of the AAVP may nominate a member by forwarding a letter of nomination to the Chair of the Awards Committee describing the candidate’s service to the Association.  The nominator should arrange for 3 letters to be written in support of the nomination by members of the AAVP and sent to the Chair of the Awards Committee.

Selection - All documents provided in nomination of the candidate will be forwarded to all members of the Awards Committee.  The selection of a recipient will be made by written ballot based on evidence of the nominee’s level of service and long-term commitment to the AAVP.  

The Award - The award consists of an engraved plaque specifically recognizing the awardee for their extraordinary service to the AAVP.  The AAVP will provide reimbursement of expenses necessary for the recipient to attend the Society’s annual meeting.

AAVP-Intervet Graduate Student Award

Origin - The Award is intended to provide recognition of outstanding performance in graduate study in veterinary parasitology.

Criteria for Nomination - 

1.
Nominations are limited to graduate students enrolled in or those who have completed their M.S. or Ph.D. degree within the previous 12 months.

2.  The award is made based only on research carried out during a student’s graduate (M.S. or Ph.D.) program.

3.  Preference will be given to nominees that are enrolled in or have received their degree from a North American Institute at the time the award is given; however, students from universities outside of North America are eligible for nomination and receipt of this award.

4.   The student’s graduate program must be in veterinary parasitology.

Procedure for Nomination  - Solicitation of nominations for the award will be announced annually in the AAVP Newsletter.  Any member of the AAVP may nominate a student by forwarding a letter of nomination to the Chair of the Awards Committee.

1.        A letter of nomination from an AAVP member in good standing describing the candidate’s excellence

in graduate studies and research.

2.
A copy of the student’s curriculum vitae.

3.
Reprints of pertinent publications as a result of the student’s graduate research.

4.        Arrange for 3 letters to be written in support of the nomination by members of the
AAVP.  Only 3 

5.        letters of support in addition to the letter of nomination will be considered by the Awards Committee. 

In the case where the nominator is not the candidate’s graduate supervisor, one of the letters of support must be obtained from the candidate’s graduate supervisor. To expedite the process and to ensure that all of the letters of support arrive prior to the April 1st deadline, it is recommended that the nominator assemble the entire packet of information in support of the nominee, including the 3 letters, and send everything in one mailing to the Chair of the Awards Committee.

Selection  - All documents provided in nomination of each candidate will be forwarded to all members of the Awards Committee.  Preference will be given to graduate students from North American Institutes; however, students from universities outside of North America are eligible for nomination and receipt of this award.  The selection of a recipient will be made by written ballot based on evidence of excellence in graduate course work, graduate research, and graduate research publications.

The Award  - the award consists of reimbursement by the AAVP of expenses necessary for the recipient to attend the annual meeting of the AAVP, an engraved plaque, and a monetary award of $1000 provided by Intervet.

AAVP Young Investigator Travel Grant
Instructions for application for AAVP Young Investigator Travel Grant award

1.  Applicant must be a full-time DVM or undergraduate/graduate student enrolled in an accredited institution of higher learning or a Post-doc who is within 5 years of their terminal degree (Ph.D. or DVM).

2.  Only a student/Post-Doc presenting a paper (abstract) at the annual meeting of the American Association of Veterinary Parasitologists (AAVP) is eligible to apply for a Young Investigator Travel Grant (YITG).

3.  YITG funds must be applied to travel to the AAVP meeting held during the year in which the application was made.

4.  The applicant must be sponsored by an active, full member of the AAVP.  The sponsor’s signature is required on the application.

5.  A YITG will be awarded only when funds equal to the amount requested from the AAVP are available from another source(s) for support of applicant’s travel.  The source(s) of matching funds and the signature of the person authorized to commit funds are required on the YITG application.

6.  The total amount of YITG funds requested by an applicant in a single year will be matched by the AAVP up to a maximum of and may not exceed $500.00.   

7.  An estimate of the total cost of travel to and from the AAVP meeting must be provided on the YITG application.

8.  The total number of YITGs to be awarded each year will depend on the availability of funds, number of applicants, and location of the meeting.

9.  The completed application form with all necessary signatures, the one page letter of support from the AAVP member sponsoring the student/Post-doc, and a copy of the abstract to be presented at the meeting must be sent to the Chair of the Awards Committee.

10.  Selection of awardees from applicants fulfilling all of the above-mentioned requirements will be judged primarily on two criteria:  (1) the written and apparent scientific quality of the abstract; and (2) the one-page supporting letter explaining and documenting the significance of the research to be reported by the student/Post-doc and indicating why the student/Post-doc is deserving of this award.

The objectives of the AAVP and its requirements for membership (Articles II and III of the AAVP Constitution) are:

Objectives:  "The objectives of the organization shall be to provide for the association of persons interested in the advancement of veterinary parasitology, and for the presentation and discussion of items of common interest, and to further scientific progress by education and research in veterinary parasitology.  This association is organized exclusively for scientific and educational purposes within the meaning of section 501(C)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this constitution, the Association shall not carry out any other activities not permitted to be carried out by an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under section 501(C)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code."

Membership:  "Section 1:  Members shall consist of those individuals qualified by background, education and interest in veterinary parasitology.  Section 2:  New members, except honorary and emeritus, shall be admitted by the Secretary-Treasurer with approval of the Executive Committee, after filing application for membership to the association.  Section 3:  Honorary membership shall be awarded by the Association to persons who are not members of the Association in recognition of outstanding and sustained achievements in veterinary parasitology.  Candidates for honorary membership shall be recommended to the awards committee by any member.  Nomination for honorary membership shall be made by the Awards Committee to the membership and election shall be majority vote at the annual meeting.  Honorary members shall not be eligible to vote and shall not be assessed dues.  No more than two (2) honorary members shall be elected in any one-year period.  Section 4:  Upon retirement a member may become an emeritus member on approval of the Executive Committee of a written request to the Secretary-Treasurer for such status.  Emeritus members shall retain voting rights but shall not be assessed dues.  Section 5:  Forfeiture of membership will occur where dues are not paid for at least two consecutive years.  A member who has forfeited membership by nonpayment of dues must reapply for membership.  Section 6:  Expulsion of a member may occur if a motion for expulsion is presented by the Executive Committee at the annual meeting and passed by four-fifths (4/5) of the members present and voting.  The member is to be informed in writing of such a motion at least two months in advance of the annual meeting at which the motion is to be presented.  Section 7:  The Executive Committee may annually invite any firm, association, corporation, institution or subdivision thereof, to become a corporate associate member, for financial support of the Association."
