From the President: 

Consolidation, contraction, re-direction; veterinary parasitology is in a state of flux and it is reflected in changes in the AAVP.  Abstract submissions continue on a downward trend, and personnel and programs in industry, academic and federal labs that have had a strong focus on problems in veterinary parasitology are changing. Discussion of this topic will be a priority as we gather in Denver for the 48th Annual Meeting of the AAVP on July 19-22, 2003.  The scientific program is in the last phases of preparation, and an excellent mix of current research reports and symposia will be presented.  Eleven student travel awards were granted this year as the AAVP continues to foster the development of careers in veterinary parasitology.  Pharmaceutical industry support for symposia and social gatherings also continues as a distinctive feature of the AAVP Annual Meeting.  

      We will recognize the scientific excellence of Dr. Louis Gasbarre with the AAVP Distinguished Veterinary Parasitologist Award, and a new career scientist, Dr. Mary Rossano, with the AAVP-Intervet Graduate Student Award.  The future will bring in the newly elected 2003-2004 Program Chair, Dr. Ann Donoghue, and the commitment of the 2003-2004 AAVP President, Dr. Craig Reinemeyer, to search for avenues to enhance the visibility and impact of the AAVP.  We will test the viability of joining our scientific program with the AVMA, AHS and ASP in 2004 not to submerge our interests, but to extend the reach of the AAVP to a greater audience; the experience of Dr. Tom Kennedy will head an ad hoc committee to facilitate the organization of the combined scientific meeting in Philadelphia.  

   The AAVP Executive Board meeting will start at 10 am on July 19th and committee chairpersons are encouraged to come with specific items on how to improve their committee’s activities for the coming year.  Likewise, an active discussion of the goals and direction of the AAVP will be part of the Business Meeting on July 21st at 3:00pm. I encourage those who would like a voice in the activities of AAVP to contact Dr. Ann Donoghue during the meeting to fill committee assignments and set an agenda for the future.

      Special thanks, in advance, to those who spent their valuable time and efforts on committee assignments and for the preparation of all participants at the meeting.  Because the annual meeting is the highlight of the AAVP and requires 
an enormous effort, do not fail to acknowledge the

From the AAVP Student Representative:  A Letter to Fellow Graduate Students

My impression, after attending the 47th annual meeting in Nashville, is that AAVP is one of the “student-friendliest” professional organizations of its kind.  At the meeting, I found the membership of AAVP to be a diverse and unusually welcoming group of individuals who obviously value student members.  

The graduate student luncheon is an example of the value AAVP places on student participation in the organization.  The working lunch facilitates communication among students from different institutions, as well as between students and the AAVP Board of Directors.  This is a relatively unique opportunity for student participation, and AAVP really values your input, so please keep this Sunday luncheon in mind as you make your travel plans.  

AAVP understands that cost is most often the limiting factor for student attendance at meetings.  AAVP helps students overcome this obstacle by providing numerous Young Investigator Travel Grants each year.  These matching grants offset half of the travel and lodging expenses (up to $500) for students traveling to the annual meeting to present their research.  Seventeen students benefited from these grants last year alone.  In addition to these travel grants, AAVP encourages student participation in the annual meeting through two student award programs.  The Intervet Graduate Student Research Award provides students nearing the end of their graduate studies the opportunity to compete for an award of $1000 in addition to reimbursement of costs for attending the meeting.  Additionally, AAVP sponsors awards of $500 and $300 for the student paper presentation competition.  Please be sure to let AAVP members and the Board of Directors know how important their support is to you.

Finally, I encourage you to play an active role in bringing new student members into the organization.  AAVP intentionally sets student membership fees low ($10!) to encourage participation.  We are the future of AAVP.  The simple act of referring a new graduate student to the AAVP website, or telling them of your personal experience and dropping a membership form in their mailbox, will enable the organization to grow, and to in turn, continue to provide student support. The objectives of the AAVP and its requirements for membership (Articles II and III of the AAVP Constitution) are:

Objectives:  "The objectives of the organization shall be to provide for the association of persons interested in the advancement of veterinary parasitology, and for the presentation and discussion of items of common interest, and to further scientific progress by education and research in veterinary parasitology.  This association is organized exclusively for scientific and educational purposes within the meaning of section 501(C)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this constitution, the Association shall not carry out any other activities not permitted to be carried out by an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under section 501(C)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code."

Membership:  "Section 1:  Members shall consist of those individuals qualified by background, education and interest in veterinary parasitology.  Section 2:  New members, except honorary and emeritus, shall be admitted by the Secretary-Treasurer with approval of the Executive Committee, after filing application for membership to the association.  Section 3:  Honorary membership shall be awarded by the Association to persons who are not members of the Association in recognition of outstanding and sustained achievements in veterinary parasitology.  Candidates for honorary membership shall be recommended to the awards committee by any member.  Nomination for honorary membership shall be made by the Awards Committee to the membership and election shall be majority vote at the annual meeting.  Honorary members shall not be eligible to vote and shall not be assessed dues.  No more than two (2) honorary members shall be elected in any one-year period.  Section 4:  Upon retirement a member may become an emeritus member on approval of the Executive Committee of a written request to the Secretary-Treasurer for such status.  Emeritus members shall retain voting rights but shall not be assessed dues.  Section 5:  Forfeiture of membership will occur where dues are not paid for at least two consecutive years.  A member who has forfeited membership by nonpayment of dues must reapply for membership.  Section 6:  Expulsion of a member may occur if a motion for expulsion is presented by the Executive Committee at the annual meeting and passed by four-fifths (4/5) of the members present and voting.  The member is to be informed in writing of such a motion at least two months in advance of the annual meeting at which the motion is to be presented.  Section 7:  The Executive Committee may annually invite any firm, association, corporation, institution or subdivision thereof, to become a corporate associate member, for financial support of the Association."
