Veterinary Extern Program-SCWDS 
The Southeastern Cooperative Wildlife 
Disease Study (SCWDS) is a special unit 
within the College of Veterinary Medicine at 
the University of Georgia. SCWDS welcomes 
participation from junior or senior veterinary 
students from all accredited veterinary 
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colleges in the form of an externship program. 
 
Eligibility for the Externship: Within the 
limitations of SCWDS personnel time and 
space availability, any third- or fourth-year 
student in good academic standing from an 
accredited college of veterinary medicine is 
eligible for the externship. At present, 
SCWDS cannot accommodate more than 2 
persons simultaneously; therefore, students 
with the best qualifications, as demonstrated 
by resume and academic standing, will be 
chosen for a given time period. 
 
How to Apply: Students should apply by 
sending: 1) a 1-page letter of intent to Dr. 
Sonia Hernandez at 
shernandez@warnell.uga.edu, 2) a general 
resume, 3) the time period(s) preferred for the 
externship and 4) a letter sent from the 
academic dean at his/her college indicating 
approval of the externship. 
 
Length of Externship: The length of 
externship is flexible but must be at least 3 
weeks and should not exceed 12 weeks.  
 
Enrollment in the Externship Program: Once 
an invitation for an externship is extended, the 
student must make arrangements to be 
enrolled in an appropriate fashion in his/her 
college. Students cannot participate in the 
SCWDS externship program during their 
between-term break or “free time” without 
special permission of Dr. Hernandez. A 
faculty member from the veterinary college of 
origin should be designated as responsible for 
the conduct of the extern. Each participant 
should have his/her own health insurance. 
 
Housing and Financial Assistance: Housing 
and other living costs are not provided for 
externs during their stay in Athens, Georgia. If 
work assignments are made at other 
locations, the extern’s travel costs for 
housing, transportation, and food will be 
reimbursed as it is for other SCWDS 
personnel. Ms. Jenny Pate is a good person 
to contact concerning housing in Athens. 

Externship programs should be arranged at 
least 3 months in advance of the starting 
date.  
 
Purpose/Objectives of the Externship: The 
primary purpose of the externship is to 
expose the veterinary student to the many 
aspects of wildlife population medicine. Major 
health objectives are to acquaint the 
veterinary student with (1) the role of 
veterinarians in the maintenance of healthy 
wildlife populations, (2) the interaction of 
wildlife management and wildlife health, and 
(3) examples of major diseases of free-
ranging wildlife. Treatment of individual wild 
animals for those illnesses or injuries is NOT 
an aspect of this externship. 
 
Externship Activities: The extern’s activities 
will be greatly dependent upon work in 
progress at SCWDS during the time period. 
An effort will be made to expose the student 
to a broad variety of experiences. Students 
will participate in wildlife mortality 
investigations and ongoing wildlife disease 
research. When field trips are available, 
participation will be required. The student will 
be expected to respond to questions 
pertaining to assigned readings, lectures, and 
field experiences. Informal lectures and 
review of gross lesions of wildlife diseases 
are presented as time permits. The externship 
program is a team teaching effort, and the 
extern will be assigned to various staff 
members during the program. 
 
Evaluation of the Extern: Formal tests will not 
be given. Dr. Hernandez, in consultation with 
other SCWDS staff members, will evaluate 
the extern in the format provided by the 
veterinary college of origin. Strong 
consideration will be given to work 
participation, demonstration of academic 
capability, and on the ability of the student to 
project a professional image.

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Report on North American 
Veterinary Medical Education 
Consortium (NAVMEC) 
Approximately 160 participants in the NAVMEC 
meeting #2 represented a wide range of colleges, 
professional groups, industry and other 
commercial ventures.  This number was a 
significant increase from the first meeting that had 
approximately 90 participants.  The vast majority 
of the participants at this second meeting were 
administrators and faculty from US 
colleges/schools of veterinary medicine.  The 
AAVP was one of about 12 professional specialty 
groups with representation. Additionally there 
were representatives from multiple animal 
health/nutrition companies, from state and 
national veterinary licensing boards, from several 
business development/marketing companies, from 
the AVMA and AAVMC, a few private 
practitioners, and a few international participants. 
A list of participants with their contact information 
is available from K. Snowden. 
 
In a quick review, the focus of the first meeting 
(Feb, 2010 in Las Vegas, NV) was "societal needs 
from the veterinary medical profession" as well as 
the "future skills and competencies" of graduates 
in the next 10 - 20 years.  A summary and a full 
report from both meetings can be found at the 
website: http://www.aavmc.org/navmec.htm.  
 
The focus of this second meeting was 
"Educational Models".  The meeting started with a 
review of some of the major concerns that were 
identified in the first meeting including: 

1)  high student debt load 
2)  long duration of curriculum (typically 4+4 
years of undergraduate and professional 
training) 
3)  ever increasing knowledge base and 
novel technological developments that cannot 
be effectively compressed into a finite 
curriculum. Therefore there is an increasing 
emphasis on "life-long learning" and "self-
directed learning" 
4)  increasing financial burden on 
colleges/schools of veterinary medicine with 
decreasing state funding support 
 

During the first day there were multiple speakers 
addressing topics such as adult learning, new 
multimedia technologies, and two speakers gave 
a snapshot of current trends in medical and dental 

education curricular models.  In an additional 
presentation, a new funded program at Michigan 
State Univ. called VetICE is developing specific 
training materials including teaching materials and 
power point lectures that can subsequently be 
purchased as a "ready to use" course for use in 
other veterinary institutions.  
 
The primary focus of the meeting was to evaluate 
existing models of the veterinary curricula and to 
look for new ways to improve those approaches.  
The models included: traditional tracking, 
traditional non-tracking, modular, Western 
distributive (problem-based learning first years 
and clinical training in practices, no teaching 
hospital), Calgary distributive (integrated didactic 
and clinical training with no teaching hospital), 
Caribbean distributive (3 years didactic, 4th year 
at another CVM teaching hospital), Glasgow 
European (5 years post-secondary school) and 
2+2 model (basic sciences taught with parallel 
coursework at 2 universities while 3rd and 4th 
years taught at the university with a teaching 
hospital). In addition, a new model was proposed 
that reduced the length of training, recommended 
broad use of distance education and on-line 
courses, and the model did not have a teaching 
hospital component.  Breakout groups of 9 - 15 
participants were assigned a model to review for 
its strengths, weaknesses and improvements.  
Then, the entire group reconvened for short 
presentations and discussions about each model.   
 
For me, the value of the exercise was not the "big 
picture" of selecting the best model for veterinary 
medical education, but there were lots of great 
ideas and details to integrate into or to implement 
in existing programs for cumulative improvements 
in each model curriculum.  There was little focus 
on the curricular details of core courses or the 
contact time allotted for various courses, so little 
time was delegated specifically to parasitology.  
However, I think that it valuable for the AAVP to 
have representation (along with other specialty 
organizations) in the process of what could be an 
important turning point in veterinary medical 
training, accreditation and licensure. 
 
I am happy to provide further materials or 
information about the NAVMEC program, or to 
have discussions with interested AAVP members.

National Academy 
of Sciences Elects 
Dr. Jitender P. 
Dubey as New

Dr. Jitender P. Dubey, a 
Microbiologist with the 
USDA ARS Animal 
Parasitic Diseases 

Laboratory, was elected to membership in the 
National Academy of Sciences on April 27, 
2010. Those familiar with the remarkable 
career of Dr. Dubey know that this honor is 
well deserved.  

Dr. J.P. Dubey is recognized for his highly 
productive career and outstanding 
contributions to the mission of the Agricultural 
Research Service, U.S. Department of 
Agriculture.  He has achieved significant 
international recognition from his peers in 
agriculture, veterinary medicine, and public 
health.  He is recognized for contributions to 
the control and biology of three major 
parasitic diseases of livestock and humans 
(toxoplasmosis, neosporosis, and equine 
protozoal myeloencephalitis or EPM) caused 
by single-celled parasites, Toxoplasma 
gondii, Neospora caninum, and Sarcocystis 
neurona, respectively.  There are no effective 
vaccines or drugs to eliminate these parasites 
in tissues.  Control measures for these 
diseases and/or prevention of transmission to 
humans are based on farm management 
practices and hygienic measures based 
largely on the research that Dr. Dubey has 
published. 

Dr. Dubey has received awards from many 
international organizations, including the most 
highly cited author in Animal Sciences 
worldwide for the decade that ended in 2001 
by Current Contents, Institute of Scientific 
Information, U.K.  He has more than 1200 
peer reviewed publications, many of them in 
high impact journals (Science, Nature,
